They’re like Cuban Clatonia Dorticus who invented an improved photographic print and negative wash machine, along with an improved machine for embossing photographs.

They’re like Italian Salvino D’armate of Pisa and Alessandro Spina of Spain who invented the early eyeglasses.

They’re like the Egyptians who were the first visionaries to make marshmallows over 3,000 years ago and paper (over 5,000 years ago) from the papyrus plant.
They’re like Walt Disney who had a vision for America’s children that has filled the hearts and eyes of children for decades.

Being ‘in gratitude’, simply means being thankful for all the things you already have. No matter how bad or how crazy your life may be, someone else’s life is far worse. I don’t know how comforting that may be, but it’s something to think about. Be grateful for food, good health, shelter, clothing, your ability to see, hear, walk and talk….whatever you feel is a blessing. Be thankful for that. Who knows if it will ever be taken away?
